Kit Components 

Assembly Steps 

 

▪ Carefully unpack all components from the box 

▪ Ensure all parts are present and undamaged 

▪ Remove any small imperfections or edges 

 

▪ Use Super Glue for best results, plastic 
cements will not bond our kits. 

 
▪ Hold parts together for 10–20 seconds. 

 
▪ Super Glue with a precision nozzle 

recommended. 
 

▪ Use small amounts to avoid visible glue 
marks. 

 

▪ Always prime before painting for the best 
finish. 

▪ Use grey/black spray primer (automotive or 
hobby). 

▪ Halfords Grey or Tamiya Fine Surface Primer 
are well suited.  

▪ Apply light, even coats, spray from 20–30 cm 
distance. Allow each coat to fully dry before 
painting. 

 

 

▪ Use acrylic or enamel paints  

Acrylic paints: 

▪ Easy to use and quick drying  

▪ Low odour and water clean-up  

Enamel paints: 

▪ Strong, durable finish  

▪ Longer drying time allows smoother results  

▪ Requires solvents for thinning/cleaning  

Trusted brands: 

▪ Revell (widely available, good all-round range) 
▪ Humbrol (well-known enamel & acrylic range)  
▪ Tamiya (good all-round, airbrush friendly)  
▪ Vallejo (excellent for brush painting)  
▪ Citadel (great for beginners & detail work)  

Application tips: 

• Apply multiple thin coats  

• Avoid thick layers to preserve detail  

• Use a fine brush for small details

Ensure 
outer frame 
in in front of 
the main 
structure 

Tabs should be facing up 
(away from main structure) 

Ensuring you have the frame from 
Step 9 the right was up, locate the 
central bar and insert into the top-level 
holes, working outwards as the bars 
get shorter 

* Tip: Once each bar is through the hole, hold then end 
of it while moving onto the adjacent bar to prevent it 
from hopping out the hole and allowing more flex 

10B 

 

Repeat technique for the 3 levels of holes 
in the main structure until all bars are 
through, check all bars at each level 
before progressing 

Please Note: Step 10 does not require any glue until 10E  

10C 

 Once all bars are through, align and 
insert the 3 end tabs into the slots, 
repeat for other end 

10D 

 

Work your way along the top of the frame, 
inserting IT into the slots, repeat for 
bottom of the outer frame.  

Check and adjust the main frame sections 
if required, to ensure they are parallel to 
the rest of the structure

Bend and position each bar to the front of the frame and slot 
into the tab that aligns with each one, glue can be used to 
secure these.

Trim the excess bar length to perfectly align with the outer 
edge of the main frame. 
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Longer bracket at bottom

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Front 
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Ensure this way up 

Bend frame sections until parallel 
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Position the dish centrally into the slot and align with 
the tabs located on the rear supports until secure, 
does not have to be glued.
